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Community Meeting Recap

DETROIT NORTH

On September 21, 2023, Republic Services and
community members met for a conversation about
Detroit North hosted by the Georgia Street Community
Collective. More than 20 people participated in the
discussion, including approximately 15 who attended in
person. Key topics covered during the dialogue included:

« In September, Detroit North began temporarily treating
non-hazardous waste while awaiting approval by EGLE
to restart non-hazardous waste operations at
Detroit South.

* Republicis taking several precautions to eliminate
the potential for offsite impacts from the temporary
operations at Detroit North by installing a robust odor
control system, processing waste in a fully enclosed
building and permitting only one door to be open at
any given time.

+ In addition, Republic monitors its air quality every 12
days on a 24-hour cycle. Results are sent to third-party,
independent labs for analysis and from there to EGLE
for additional review.

In response to community
feedback, we are currently looking at options to make this
data more accessible for residents, including a
community website.
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Sustainability in Action

DETROIT SOUTH

On October 12, 2023, Republic Services met with
community members at Sweet Kingdom Missionary
Baptist Church for a discussion about the Detroit South
facility hosted by Jonsin for a Greater Change, a nonprofit
group led by Kevin ‘Coach K’ Jones. The meeting was a
follow-up to an earlier discussion in August, and is part of
Republic’s continued commitment to hear and respond
to community feedback. Many people participated in the
dialogue, which included extensive Q&A with Republic
representatives. Key discussion topics included:

+  The community's priorities and comments about
site operations, presented in ranked order based on
community polling.

* Three containment tanks had already been removed
and concrete repairs were underway. In addition,
engineering plans for new tank systems with state-
of-the-art electronic leak detection systems were
being prepared for EGLE, all in response to a pause in
operations earlier this summer.

* Republic's preliminary hydrogeo investigative work plan
was approved by EGLE and includes installing seven
groundwater monitoring wells and five piezometers
around the facility, as well as a robust sampling
regime. To date, sampling data does not indicate any
groundwater impacts from the operation of the
tank systems.

« Air monitoring devices (three around the property
perimeter) are sampling for 17 constituents, including
volatile organic compounds. This data is collected
monthly, sent to an independent lab for analysis and
from there sent to EGLE for further review.

You asked, we're listening. In response to community
feedback, we also discussed our openness to a community
benefit agreement as well as exploring additional air
monitoring, adding more paving for increased dust
controls, developing a website, and creating a mechanism
for the community to contact the facility with operations
related concerns like odor.
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Compliance Update

DETROIT NORTH

EGLE and GLWA have conducted six
inspections combined at Detroit North so
far in 2023. The facility was found to be in
compliance during four of the most recent
inspections. The facility also resolved issues
identified during the first two inspections
of the year (in January and March). Those
violations included a missing label and a
wastewater discharge exceedance.

DETROIT SOUTH

Detroit South received multiple violations
in 2023 and paused treatment operations
in early summer while the facility continues
to discuss a consent order with EGLE, which
is expected to include both a compliance
program and penalty. Republic continues
to take its responsibilities very seriously
and is going to great efforts to satisfactorily
address past violation notices. The
company is also making considerable site
investments and upgrades to provide the
highest possible operating and compliance
standards for our community

and customers.

Community Projects Update

At Republic, we spend our days working with and beside our
neighbors, and there’s no place we'd rather be. Nationally,
we are on a mission to positively impact 45 million lives in
the communities we serve by 2030. And that begins and
continues in our own backyard. So far this year, in the
Detroit South and Detroit North communities specifically,
we have:

+ Cleaned a stormwater runoff area to eliminate flooding activity;

* Helped with community cleanups, including donating a new
lawnmower to one of our local community centers; and

+ Donated more than 125 turkeys to community NGOs
serving the less fortunate at Thanksgiving.
